DIMOND’S MINISTRY FOCUS IN IRELAND

They are witnessing many salvations, healings and lives dramatically
being changed for Christ. It is evident that the Lord is moving powerfully in
Ireland; the wind of the Holy Spirit is blowing.

(Jeremiah 6:16a) when Christianity first arrived on the shores of Ireland through
St. Patrick in the 5th Century.
